The City Council and city attorney recognized thebem with the FEIR. They agreed to add new laggua the
certification of the FEIR making clear that anyuig proposal for a hotel would require full envinoental review.

In addition, the council and its counsel discusapdating the city’s old California Environmental &ity Act
(CEQA) guidelines, which have resulted in two redemsuits against the city, and caused the prohiétn the
Sandman proposal. These were difficult points fa press and public to understand, but very impoiita the

preparation of future environmental documents.
